
Programming & Engagement Fellow
The Programming & Engagement Fellow will be immersed in all aspects of the Programming Department’s work, which includes academic residency activities, cross-campus connections and curation opportunities, and community engagement and education. She or he will work closely with the Curator of Academic Programming, the Manager of Education and Engagement, and the Programming Manager. The fellow will assist with planning, promoting and executing residency and performance events for the campus and the community, with an increasing level of responsibility throughout the year. This fellowship is an opportunity to test an interest in arts education and develop skills in event planning, arts programming, research and design of educational materials, and campus and community outreach.

Responsibilities include: 

· Guided research and creation of the Curricular Connections Guide, a quarterly publication for faculty linking Hop programs to Dartmouth classes;

· Regular management of departmental archives (including photos, event reports, etc.)

· Support of staff at visiting artists’ performances and events
· Brainstorming/planning residency events and providing a student perspective on potential activities 
· May have the opportunity to curate and coordinate the “Dimensions” performance showcase for admitted students
Qualifications: 
Fellow must be responsible, organized, punctual, friendly and polite. Attention to detail, online research skills, interest in the performing arts, and solid writing and editing skills are required. 
Ability to commit to 10-12 hours per week during the fall, winter and spring terms with a flexible schedule to accommodate occasional evening and weekend hours.

Must be a sophomore, junior or senior Dartmouth student available fall, winter and spring terms.   
Desired Qualifications:
Familiarity and relationships with numerous Dartmouth organizations, departments, and leaders across campus, both in the arts and in other areas.

Creativity and an interest in wide-ranging and cross-disciplinary arts events.

An interest in youth arts education.
